~Clients must check in at the front desk and be approved
prior to shopping by any member of the household.

~Only 1 cart per file, must register first before getting
cart! No carts allowed in restroom!

~Household items are in short supply. Please limit these

selections to no more than 10 items per household
or follow the sign posted.
~Shopping time should be limited to 45 minutes.

Time to Re-qualify

You must re-quality every 6 months.
When re-qualifying, all North Kent Service
Center clients or households must be pre-

pared to provide the following information.
(No re-qualifying appointments taken
after 5:00 pm, Monday ~ Thursday)
~Proof of Household Income- 2008 Income Tax Form,
check stub, or other income.

~Social Security Card for each person in the household.
~Michigan Photo Identification or Michigan Drivers Li-
cense.
~A CURRENT BILL received in the past 30 days show-
ing your current address which matches the address on
your picture ID, prefer gas or electric.

Blood Pressure Screening
How do you know if you have high blood pressure?
Most people with high blood pressure have no
symptoms at all. There are no specific warning
signs. The only way to find out if you have high
blood pressure is to have it checked. We will have
